
 

NAME 

ALUMINA CALCINED A1₂O₃ Used as a source of alumina in glazes. Raises firing temperature 

and viscosity. Can produce matting effect. Helps in glazes that 

tend to crawl. 

ALUMINA HYDRATE A1(OH) Used in high temperature bodies to improve mechanical strength 

and glazes to increase firing temperature and viscosity. Also used 

in Batt Wash. 

BALL CLAY FX Sedimentary 

clay 

Used to increase plasticity and workability in bodies. It is used in 

glazes as a suspending agent and to introduce alumina and silica. 

BARIUM CARBONATE BaCO₃ 

Insoluble in 

water.  Poisonous 

Material. 

Used a flux in high temperature glazes or to produce a mat sur-

face in a earthenware glaze. If scumming due to soluble salt are a 

problem with a bodies this can help. 

BARIUM SULPHATE BaSO₄ Alternative source of barium . 

BENTONITE  Colloidal volcanic clay, helps to increase plasticity in bodies and 

makes a good suspending agent in glazes. (High shrinkage) 

BONE ASH– CALCINED Calcium 

Phosphate         

Ca₃(PO₄)2 

Used in bone china body's to impart translucency.  Used to intro-

duce  lime into glaze. 

BORIC ACID H₃BO₃ 

Poisonous 

Used to increase the boric oxide content of a glaze without in-

creasing the amount of Sodium, also a low temperature flux. 

CALCITE [WHITING] CaCO₃ Used as the main source of lime in glazes. Used in reduction con-

ditions to develop the celadon colour. Extensive us will give a 

rough matt finish at low temperatures. 

CHINA CLAY [KAOLIN, ECKALITE]  Often used in glaze to introduce alumina and silica or as a sus-

pending agent. Used in bodies to  increase maturing temperature 

and help develop whiteness. 

CHROMIUM OXIDE—CHROMIUM Cr₂O₃ Produces a green colour. In the presence of tin oxide it can turn 

light pink, and with lead it can give reds and yellows. 

COBALT CARBONATE CoCO₃ Can be used as a flux, produces a range of blue colours less in-

tense than the oxide. 

COBALT OXIDE [BLACK] Co₃O₄ Strong range of  blue colours from deep vivid blue —black blue. 

With magnesium purple colours can be obtained.  

COPPER [CUPRIC] CARBONATE  CuCO₃ Produces a green glaze 

COPPER [CUPRIC]  OXIDE—BLACK CuO Produces an apple green colour. In a high alkaline glaze turquoise 

blue can be produced. 

COPPER [CUPRIC]  OXIDE—RED Cu₂O Similar to black copper oxide, give best result under reducing con-

ditions 

DOLOMITE CaC₃MgCO₃ Calcium Magnesium Carbonate. A natural mineral that introduces 

calcium and magnesium in glazes, can be used as a secondary 

flux in stoneware glazes. 



NAME 

FEDSPAR—POTASH  Flux in bodies and glazes.  Potash Feldspar in the most used in 

glaze recipes. 

FEDSPAR—SODA  Flux in bodies and glazes.  

FIRECLAY  Used as to make fireclay cement for bonding refractory brick work in 

kilns. A refractory clay uses as a basis for many stoneware bodies. It 

is often used to change texture and porosity in body's.  

FLINT Calcined  [SILICA] SiO₂ See Silica 

IRON [FERRIC] OXIDE BLACK FeO Gives a dark brown to black  colour. 

IRON [FERRIC] OXIDE RED Fe₂o₃ Gives even shades from honey to dark brown. 

IRON [FERIC] OXIDE YELLOW OCHRE Fe₂O₃ Gives yellow to brown colours. 

ORON [FERIC] OXIDE  BURNY UNBER  Gives yellow to brown colours. 

LITHIUM CARBONATE Li₂CO₃ Used as a substitute for sodium and potassium oxides. It increases 

firing range as well as colour brightness of glazes. Used as a flux in 

alkaline glazes. 

MAGNESIUM CARBONATE LIGHT MgCO₃ Used in glazes as a source of magnesium oxide flux. Creates a semi

-matt surface to glazes. Used in gymnastic and rock climbing for 

hand grip. 

MAGNESIUM CARBONATE HEAVY MgCO₃ Similar to magnesium carbonate light. 

MAGNESIUM DIOXIDE MnO₂ Gives shades from pink to brown. 

NEPHELINE SYENITE K₂O.3Na₂O

A feldspar with high amount of sodium and potassium in relation to 

its silica content. Lowers the maturing range of glazes and body's. 

NICKLE OXIDE NiO Gives brownish greens and greys. 

PLATER [POTTERY] CasO₄1/2H

₂O.  

A high grade plaster used in making may pottery items. 

SILICA [FLINT] SiO₂ Quarts silica used in bodies and glazes as a source of silica. 

SILICA [FLINT] SAND SiO₂ The same as silica but in 50 mesh. 

SODA ASH Na₂CO₃ Used in casting slips with sodium silicate. 

TALC 3MgO.4Si

O₂.H O₂ 

Magnesium silicate. Used as a secondary flux in glazes, if sufficient 

quantity's are uses it will produce semi-matt appearance. Used in 

bodies to increase the refractoriness and resistance to thermal 

shock. It can reduce the thermal expansion of a body as well. 

TIN OXIDE SnO₂ Produces a blue-white colour. A good opacifier. 

TITANIUM DIOXIDE TiO₂ Produces a creamy white colour, with a matt finish. Useful in crystal-

line glazes.  

ZINC OXIDE ZnO Sorcece of zinc in glazes, can be used as a secondary flux, though it 

can make glaze susceptible to crawling. 

ZIRCON FLOUR [ZIRCONIUM SILICATE] ZRsIO Used in batt wash. Use in crystalline glazes.
