Reduction Drive gear ratio of 2.5:1 

 

This model is very popular in home studios and  

Schools, especially when it is on the stand with castors  



clay, others are called Porcelain, and 

are usually made using a porcelain 

body, not the right clay to go translu-

cent. This means that you can make a 

porcelain body, that has most of the 

properties of porcelain except for the 

translucent property of proper porce-

lain clay.  This means that they can 
make a clay that has most of the prop-

erties of porcelain at a better price. 

There are some transeunt porcelain 

clays on the market in Australia. We 

have one of the best, if not the best 

translucent, white porcelain. Les 

Blakebroughôs Sothern Ice, translu-

cent, white porcelain clay. 

Potters often avoid using Porcelain 
clay due to its lack of plasticity that 

makes using it difficult. They tend to 

use instead fine white stoneware clays 

that just donôt match true porcelain. 

Clayworks have changed this with 

Southern Ice Porcelain. Not only is  it 

a truly white, translucent clay, it is 

also, according to many people a 

friendly to use porcelain clay.

People often look at fine porcelain 

thrown items with envy. Porcelain 

clay is similar to stoneware clay in 

that it is fired to 1260-1320ºc, but far 
less plastic than most stoneware clays. 

However proper porcelain is not 

stoneware clay, so what is the differ-

ence? 

All proper Porcelain clay should be 

translucent, this sets it apart form 

white stoneware clay. Though this 

dose not mean that all porcelain clays 

on the market are translucent. Only a 

very few are. 

Porcelain is made using a special 

white firing  clay body that becomes 

vitreous and translucent when fired. It 

is the combination of the silica, fluxes 

and in some cases  lead, that bind to-

gether to make a glassy smooth white 

body that is transparent and very 

strong. 

So if not all Porcelain clay is transpar-

ent is it really porcelain ? 

Many clays call them selves Porce-

laineous, which means that they are 

often a very fine white stoneware
